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    New entrances to the second floor apartment and main floor activity area, 
handicap accessible bathrooms, a self contained apartment with kitchen and   
laundry, a renovated front porch, new windows in the campus minister’s office 
are some of the recent changes to the campus ministry house adjacent the UD    
campus. This phase of construction was completed primarily due to having     
received a sizable loan. Operating expenses have also increased significantly. 
   Phase II goals are now on the horizon as funds become available. One of our 
needs is the renovation of the kitchen to accommodate the increasing number of 
students participating in the weekly dinners and devotionals. A ‘coffee house’ 
facility is planned for students to come for refreshment and rest or to study as 
they go to and from classes on a daily basis. Furnishings designed to               
accommodate the variety of uses are also in the planning stage. Please include 
this ministry in your prayers and charitable giving plans.
